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TIPS, TRICKS, SHORT CUTS, QUICK FACTS

FLOW RATE: 

The flow rate in hours is determined by 

the following formula: 

Gallonage ÷ hourly turnover rate de-

sired ÷ 60 min/hr = gallons per minute 

(gpm) 

Example: 25,000 gallon pool with a six 

hour turnover required 25,000 ÷ 6 ÷ 60 

= 69.45 or about 70 gpm. 

This pool requires 70 gpm to turn the 

complete pool volume over in six hours. 

The recommended turnover rate for 

residential pools is eight hours for older 

pools. 

CLOUDY WATER: 

Cloudy swimming pool water is a nuisance and it can 

create a safety hazard. When faced with a cloudy pool 

problem, first determine if the cloudiness is caused by 

improper water balance, low sanitizer level, high com-

bined chlorine a filtration/circulation problem or the 

result of two or more chemicals reacting with one an-

other. By analyzing the pool water, we can determine if 

water balance and the sanitizer level is acceptable. 

The next most likely cause of the cloudiness is either 

poor circulation, pool filtration, a combination of both or 

an insufficient operating time of the system. To deter-

mine if the problem is a chemical reaction, we must ask 

questions to find out what has been put into the water. 

We must take logical steps to solve the problem, if a 

clarifier or alum is used to no avail, there may be 

something wrong with the filter or pump. The point here 

is to always ask questions. It is the starting point of 

solving a problem.
