Drowning is the leading cause of accidental 

death for children ages one to four, and the sec-

ond leading cause of accidental death for chil-

dren under 14. Each year emergency rooms 

treat 3,500 children for near-drowning incidents. 

The three main points of the campaign center 

on: 

Test & Teach: YMCAs offer free swim assess-

ments to test a childôs swimming skills.  

Watch & Guard: Assign an adult to supervise all 

pool activities, and create barriers around a pool. 

can lead to tissue damage or death.   

Point being, what we take for granted 
everyday can kill or injure the people we 
deal with. We as professionals need to 
remember that if there are things we see 
that are not right, they need to be dealt 
with. Even if the customer gets upset or 
doesnôt want to deal with it, we are re-
sponsible to deal with it. Whether we fix 
or disable it, it could be a life altering 
decision.

IPSSA Inc. has a matching grant fund of $24,000 to assist individual regions and chap-

ters for community involvement, safety programs, and promoting IPSSA to the public. 

The spirit of the matching grant is to foster IPSSA promotions by facilitating new ideas 

from individual members, chapters and regions. 

The matching grant funds shall be allocated evenly by region in each given year. In the 

event that a region does not request funds in a given year, that regionôs representative 

may elect to reallocate their portion to the matching grant fund for redistribution. Any 

redistribution of funds must be approved by the BORD. 

The BORD will match, dollar for dollar, up to the budget amount once a matching grant 

is approved by the regional Board. Each region shall determine how to use its allotment 

of funds without BORD approval once it has been approved by the regional Board. 

Individual members, chapters and regions of IPSSA in good standing qualify for match-

ing grants. 

Å Matching grant requests must be submitted in writing to the regional director by De-

cember 1st each year. 

Å The regional director shall qualify the request to meet the spirit of the matching grant 

program. 

Å The region must approve the grant by either a regional Board meeting, regional Board 

teleconference, or e-mail ballot, and the results will be posted in the regional minutes. 

Å The regional director shall then request the funds from the IPSSA BORD president or 

chief financial officer without BORD approval, as long as the requested amount does 

not exceed the regionôs budgeted amount.

Terrorism is not something that just started with 9/11.  The U.S. 

military has had to deal with it now for decades.  The Marine 

Corp barracks bombing in Lebanon, October 1983, Berlin disco-

thèque bombing, April 1986, USS Cole bombing in Yemen, Octo-

ber 2000 to name just a few.  In 1973 alone Berlin, Germany 

experienced right at 300 bombings that year, 

some of them targeting our Military bases, 

personnel and equipment.   Fred Vandersys is 

an ole infantry grunt that I befriended in Ha-

waii.  He and I shared a passion for riding our 

Harleyôs around the island every chance we 

got.  We would participate in club runs almost 

every weekend and we even started our own 

club called the óSugar Land Shakasò. 

Well in 1973 Fred was 19 years young, fresh 

out of infantry basic training and assigned to 

the infamous Berlin Brigade in the very heart 

of Berlin Germany.  The Berlin Brigadeôs mis-

sion was to deter Soviet aggression, counter 

widespread civil unrest, and defend the city 

from an ever-present Soviet threat.  Berlin, 

TALKING  STORY - 1973 Bombing in Berlin  

thus, became ground zero for the Cold War.  The ñAmerican 

Sectorò became the only beacon of freedom for Berlin 100 miles 

deep into Russian controlled Germany.  Where espionage was 

the order of the day and Americans were consistently and 

strongly persuaded to leave not only Berlin but East Germany as 

well. 

It was New Years Eve 1973 and Fred and some 

of his buddyôs had been ringing in the New Year 

rather rigorously.  As Fred informed me they 

were pretty munch ñthree (3) sheets to the 

windò.  When they decided to get a taxi and 

head over to Club 50 that was frequented mainly 

by American Service men.  As they were exiting 

their cab two (2) things occurred; first they no-

ticed that Club 50 had already closed; and sec-

ond another one of their buddyôs named Olgisby 

from Oklahoma.  Who was on guard duty that 

night yells over to them ñHEY, guys that looks 

like a bomb over thereò!  They pretty much all 

responded in unison, ñWhere?ò  Ogisby re-

sponded back while pointing at the Club ñThat
