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SOME CAUSES OF EXPLODING CAPACITORS  

a. Polarized Capacitor  

some capacitors are polarized. They can only be used one way. Wiring it in 

backwards can cause it to explode  

 

b. Too Much Voltage  

Capacitors are rated to very 

specific maximums. Gener-

ally most can take up to 

35% above their ratings 

temporarily in events like a 

power surge. But they can-

not operate at that voltage 

for too long. The capacitor 

would overheat, causing 

the electrolytic fluid to boil. 

If that goes on for too long, 

the capacitor would ex-

plode.  

 

c. Its Past Itôs Lifetime  

Most capacitors have a rating in hours or cycles of charge and discharge. If the capacitor is still being used past itôs lifetime it may fail, 

explode or catch fire. But generally they just die and the whole circuit breaks.
